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St. Clare of Assisi, known for her profound spirituality and dedication to Christ, ex-
emplified a remarkable devotion to the Eucharist throughout her life. Born in 1194 
to a noble family, Clare's encounter with St. Francis of Assisi in her youth deeply in-
fluenced her spiritual journey. At the age of 18, she left her affluent home to join 
Francis in his radical way of life, embracing poverty, humility, and a fervent love for 
Jesus Christ. 
 
Central to Clare's spirituality was her profound reverence for the Eucharist. In her 
time, the Eucharist was celebrated infrequently, yet Clare cherished each opportuni-
ty to receive the sacrament with utmost devotion. She found in the Eucharist the 
real presence of Christ, a source of spiritual nourishment, and a profound bond of 
unity with God. 

 
Clare's biographers recount her unwavering com-
mitment to prayer before the Blessed Sacrament. 
She spent countless hours in adoration, often enter-
ing into deep contemplation and ecstasy. For Clare, 
the Eucharist was not merely a symbol but a tangi-
ble expression of Christ's love and sacrifice. It was in 
the Eucharist that she found solace, strength, and the grace to persevere in her aus-
tere way of life. 
 
Her deep Eucharistic devotion also shaped her role as the founder of the Order of Poor 
Ladies, later known as the Poor Clares. Alongside her sisterhood, Clare emphasized a 
life of poverty, simplicity, and prayer, rooted in their 
shared reverence for the Eucharist. The Eucharist 
became the focal point of their communal and indi-
vidual spiritual lives, uniting them in Christ's pres-
ence and guiding their daily existence. 
 
Clare's commitment to the Eucharist was marked by 
a profound humility and a desire for spiritual inti-
macy with Christ. Stories of miraculous events dur-
ing her adoration sessions speak to her deep con-

nection with the divine. Clare's life was a testament 
to the transformative power of the Eucharist, inspiring countless others to deepen 
their own faith and devotion. 
 
Today, St. Clare of Assisi is revered as a patroness of television (for witnessing the 
Mass from her cell when she was too ill to attend), as well as of embroiderers, gil-
ders, and goldsmiths. Her legacy continues to resonate in the hearts of believers, 
reminding them of the sacredness of the Eucharist and the transformative power of 
Christ's presence in their lives. Clare's devotion serves as an enduring example of 
faith, love, and communion with God through the Blessed Sacrament.
